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2010 Treasurers Report, plan for 2011

by Treasurer, John Holmes
2010 ended on a proptable note for JIDRC/NWA. Attached is a Summary of the income and expenses for calendar year 2010.

It shows a number of interesting items.

Thanks to Ray Papineau and his marvelous Concours team, the club made more money than it spent on the 2010 Concours.
We spent $2,260 on Concours expenses, but brought in $4,325 income from Concours fees, donations and related income. Kudos to
Ray and the gang; but 2011 may not be as pnancially successful because the Concours will be at a different location, which dictates dif-

ferent pnancial realities.

Thanks, also, to the incredible work by Paul Grifpn on the JagMag. This publication is one of the best club newsletters in the
area. Due to Paulis continued efforts, we have cut the costs of the publication dramatically. When | started as Treasurer, the JagMag
was a drain on the club pnances, and now is close to breaking even. Please take a moment to send Paul a letter to the editor or article for

the JagMag and help keep this publication one of the best around.

The attached Summary also shows that the club incurred
only $765 in JCNA dues. This is an anomaly that the Treasurer
and membership chairman are working to resolve. In the past, the
club has paid approximately $3,400 per year in JCNA dues. Our
membership numbers have yuctuated slightly, but not enough to
cause this much of adrop in dues. lItis likely that the drop is caused
by delays at JCNA in charging the JDRC/NWA bank account for
dues that were submitted 2010. If this is what happened, then the
club may see a large increase in JCNA dues in 2011 when these
charges are caught up.

The bottom line shows that IDRC/NWA made a propt for
the year of $4,223.10. As explained above, this is partly a result of
happy circumstances with the Concours and may be in large part
due to JCNA delays in charging for dues. | donit expect 2011 to be
so oproptabled.

Regardless, IDRC/NWA continues to be one of the most
pnancially healthy car clubs around. My prst full year as Treasurer
was 2008. We ended 2008 with $15,000 in the bank and considered
ourselves to be lucky. As shown on the attached Summary, the
club ended 2010 with $23,454.95 in the bank with no debts or con-
tingencies except for possibly catching up the JCNA dues. With
that in mind, | have created a budget for 2011 as required by the
JDRS/NWA by laws.

Attached is the 2011 budget | intend to present to the
JDRC/NWA Board of Directors at the February meeting. The
budget is similar to the 2010 budget with a few notable exceptions.
The 2010 budget included income from JagMag advertising of
$2,500. Income from advertising was dismally low in 2010. This
was partly due to inefpcient billing techniques. We have instituted
changes in that regard, but | have reduced the budget to reyect low-
ered expectations.

On the other hand, the JagMag expenses have been greatly
reduced over the past several years thanks to all our members who
receive the magazine on line rather than in print. The JagMag
printing and postage costs were signipcantly higher just two years
ago. | have budgeted $2,500 total for JagMag printing and postage,
but I expect the actual costs to be much lower and expect this num-
ber to go down again in next yearis budget.

This is a conservative budget as compared to actual income
and expenses for the last two years. The club made a substantial
propt in both 2009 and 2010 due to unique circumstances. | donit
expect that trend to continue, so the 2011 budget is written to just
break even; which is about where | think we ought to be.

The Tata Motors Group global wholesales, including
Jaguar Land Rover, were 90,294 nos. in December 2010, a growth
of 21% over December 2009. Cumulative sales for the pscal (April
2010 & December 2010) are 768,834 higher by 29% compared to
the corresponding period in 2009-10.

Global sales of all commercial vehicles & Tata, Tata
Daewoo and the Tata Hispano Carrocera range f were 48,168
nos. in December 2010, a growth of 29%. Cumulative sales for
the pscal are 362,677 nos., a growth of 29%.

Global sales of all passenger vehicles
were 42,126 nos. in December 2010, higher
by 13%. Cumulative sales for the pscal are
406,157 nos., a growth of 30%. Global sales
of Jaguar Land Rover in December 2010 were
21,353 vehicles, higher by 1%. Jaguar sales for
the month were 4,332 nos., lower by 10%,
while Land Rover sales were 17,021 nos.,
higher by 4%. Cumulative sales of Jaguar Land
Rover for the pscal are 175,442 nos., higher
by 28%. Cumulative sales of Jaguar are 42,952
nos., higher by 18%, while cumulative sales of
Land Rover are 132,490 nos., higher by 32%.

Global sales of Tata passenger vehicles
and the distribution in India of Fiat cars were
20,773 nos. for the month, higher by 28%.
Cumulative sales for the pscal are 230,715
nos., a growth of 31%.

Tata Motors is Indials largest
automobile company, with consolidated
revenues of $20 billion in 2009-10. Through
subsidiaries and associate companies, Tata
Motors has operations in the UK, South
Korea, Thailand and Spain. Among them is
Jaguar Land Rover, the business comprising
the two iconic British brands. It also has an
industrial joint venture with Fiat in India.
With over 5.9 million Tata vehicles plying in
India, Tata Motors is the countryis market
leader in commercial vehicles and among the
top three in passenger vehicles. It is also the
worldis fourth largest truck manufacturer and
the second largest bus manufacturer. Tata
cars, buses and trucks are being marketed in
several countries in Europe, Africa, the Middle
East, South Asia, South East Asia and South

Future Jaguar Crossover in 2012-14

Reports have been circulating about
the Jaguar crossover for some time now. Jaguar
and Tata plan to roll out this luxurious version.
Now, the most recent news reveals that the
future Jaguar Crossover is expected to hit the
auto arena but not before 2013-2014. So, one
could expect a design resembling the XJ Sedan
with a luxurious interior.

The possibility of the Jaguar crossover
has been almost conprmed by Jaguar Land
Rover spokesman Stuart Schorr while talking
about its future line-up. He states, doexpansion
of our portfolio from the current eight models
over the next pve years, including at least
two new models, as well as a number of new
body styles and a broader range of engines and
technologies.o

similar platform as the Land Rover Evoque. It will equip a 2.0-liter turbocharged 4-
cylinder. Astonishingly, this crossover comes with a four cylinder engine. However,
the inclusion of a four-cylinder engine would provide low fuel consumption along with
elevated performance.

The crossover is also speculated to heighten Jaguar sales. This car could be
pitted against the Land Rover Evoque, Audi Q5 and BMW X3. As aforesaid, the new
crossover could hit roads not until 2013-2014.

Jaguar/luxury brands predicting sales gains in 2011

Jaguar-Land Rover is predicting sales gains this year for the British luxury car
brands as spending by wealthy consumers bounces back on a recovering economy.

Tata Motors Ltd.is Jaguar projects 10 percent growth worldwide, while fellow
Tata unit Land Rover expects the new Range Rover Evoque to propel it to a new sales
record by 2012.

0What was missing during the pnancial crisis was conpdence and a permission
to buy,6 Christophe Georges, North America chief at VVolkswagen AGis Bentley, said
in an interview at the Detroit auto show. 0But positive signs are growing -- people
havenit forgotten about their dreams.0The upbeat prospects for high-end cars contrasts
with the uncertainty facing the broader economy. U.S. companies are hesitant to hire,
fueling Federal Reserve Chairman Ben S. Bernankeis concerns that a labor market
recovery may take years. In Europe, Greece and Ireland were forced to seek European
Union-led bailouts last year and Portuguese bonds have dropped this year on market
speculation Portugal will be next.

Adrian Hallmark, brand director of Tatais Jaguar, anticipates sales growth in
2011 of more than 10 percent, supported by full-year availability of the XJ, which was
introduced in the middle of last year. The brand plans to expand its presence in China
with 10 new dealers to take the number of stores to 50, Hallmark said.

Jaguar plans to expand its product lineup with a vehicle cheaper than the XF,
which starts at $52,500. The company is also investigating a model based on the C-X75
turbine-powered sports-car concept, Hallmark said.

The Evoque, Land Roveris smallest and cheapest vehicle, which will cost about
$40,000 in the U.S. when it hits dealers in the fall, will help the brand increase sales
in 2011 from last yearfs 181,000 and should lead to a new record in 2012 of more than
225,000, John Edwards, Land Rover brand director, said in an interview.

Barn Finds in our own garage?

oBarn pnds6 in our garage? The classic 0Barn Findd seldom hap-
pens nowadays but there are a lot of collectable cars that have been sitting
in garages for years waiting for opxing upé. Sometimes the 0Barn Findg is
what someone else pnds in OUR garage.

In April 1965 | bought a 1950 Jaguar XK120 at the City of Seattle
impounded car auction. This car was pxed up and driven for a year then parked
in our garage, prst in Kenmore for 24 years and then on Camano lIsland for 15
years. During that time it went though piecemeal disassembly in anticipa-
tion of restoration. The year 2000 was the 50th class reunion of Arlington High
School and the plan was to have the Jaguar ready for that event. Class of 1950, 50
year reunion, a 1950 XK120. Even the License plate, 0CLASS 5006, was obtained,
but unfortunately the car was not pnished in time. | placed a for sale ad in the
Jaguar Journal of Nov/Dec 2003 61950 XK120 Super Sports Model, $19,750.4

I had several local inquiries but the offers to buy were not enough mon-
ey. On November 16, 2004, the car was sold to a collector/exporter in Southern
California,
shipped to
a  restora-
tion  shop
and may have
been sold and
shipped to Eu-
rope. It was a matching
numbers car, #670390,
built June 29,1950, with
silver exterior, red in-
terior and French Grey
top.
