 JDRC/NWA Club members met 
at D & L Restorations in Everett, WA, on 
Saturday March 26th.  I have been driving 
past D & L Restorations for about the last 
ten years at least and I have always been in 
too much of a hurry coming and going to 
ever stop and to see for myself  what this 
restoration shop had to offer.  Our Tech 
Session þnally provided the opportunity to 
þnally see their expertise.
 D & L Restoration, Inc. http://
restoreyourcar.com/ was established in 
November, 1995, in Everett, WA. Their 
primary focus is the restoration of antique, 
vintage and special interest vehicles: all 
makes, models (foreign and domestic), as 
well as pick-up trucks. D & L Restoration, 
Inc. is owned and operated by Louis 
Cohn, who has over 42 years experience 
in auto repair, painting and restoration. 
òThe entire crew has over 100 years of 
experience. and we take great pride in the 
cleanliness of our shop as well as our workmanship,ó he said.
 The facility is just under 7,000 square feet and uses 
state-of-the-art equipment, such as a semi-downdraft spray 
booth large enough to hold the largest automobiles. They have 
a car-cradle rotisserie, MIG and TIG welders, a plasma cutter, 
English wheel, rotary machine, craft former, shrinking machine, 
two different types of sheet-metal brakes, sheet metal shear, lathe 
and milling machine. 
 D & L has restored everything from pedal cars to old 
Bentleyõs, bicycles to Camaros. If information is available, there is 
no vehicle we will not restore.Louie: Louieõs father had a wrecking 
yard and was always bringing home cars for the boys to work on. 
Louie obtained his formal training in autobody repair at Edison 
Technical School in Seattle.

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Vizualtech Growler in production
 In line with Jaguarõs 50th 
anniversary of their iconic car - the 
E-Type - the boys over at Vizualtech 
have designed the perfect car to honor 
the E-Type.  Itõs called the Growler E 
2011 and while thereõs plenty of room 
for improvement with the name, 
overall, the Growler E looks like it 
can stand out from the rest of the 
four-wheeled lemmings out there.
 Not satisþed with the current 
Jaguar design direction, the nostalgic 
owner desired a new vehicle with the 
original style, but up to date with the 
latest technology.
 The Growler is based on the 
Jaguar XKR and features a lightweight 
composite body with retro styling.  
Under the hood, power will be provided by a supercharged 5.0-
liter V8 engine with approximately 600 hp.  It should enable the 
3,415 lb. coupe to accelerate from 0-100 km/h in less than four 
seconds.
 In an interview with TopGear, Robert Palm of Swedish 
design studio, Vizualtech, announced the Growler will go into 
limited production: òThe þrst car will be ready in the summer of 
2012 - if planning goes as expected.ó  Every unit will be hand built 
and will take up to six months to assemble, which is the reason 
why the company will only be building four cars simultaneously.  
The company estimates pricing could range from $682,670 to 
upwards of $1,381,760.

 òBarn Findó experiences make some of the best stories. As 
I read Ray Papineauõs account of þnding and purchasing his new 
120 I could not  help but  
cheer. òWay to go Ray!ó
 For me the 
hunt is as much fun 
as the restoration and 
the shows.  Imagine 
my surprise to read 
Jim Brothers account 
of him selling his 120. 
You see, I was one of 
those would-be local 
buyers that just didnõt 
quite have the money 
at the time. I did look at 
his car and took many 
photos, but it was not to 
be. Eventually I got over 
that one that got away, 
but I still look at the 
pictures from time to 
time. Two summers ago 
I saw the culmination of 
the most bizarre òbarn 
þndó hunt stories I have 
ever experienced. A 
friend of mine came to 
me relating a tail of a 120 
DHC languishing in a 
older gentlemanõs garage 
next to a ford hotrod. 
He said ò I am trying to buy the hotrod.  Would you like to by 
the Jag?ó ò Sureó I said. òHe is not quite ready to sell yet Iõll 
keep you posted.ó This set in motion about 10 months of me 
badgering my friend every other week. There was some progress, 
and introductions were made. I thought we were closing in on a 
deal when in ô09 I attended the ABFM in Bellevue. I happened 
to strike up a conversation with a guy who related to me how he 
had just taken delivery of a 120 DHC. He had purchased it from 
a older gentleman living in north Seattle it was sitting in a garage 
next to a Ford hotrod. A quick phone call to my buddy who in turn 
called the older gentleman did conþrm that another one had gotten 
away.  How often do you learn from the new buyer that you lost 
out on the sale? 
       Here is the story of one that didnõt get away: my own 
successful òBarn Findó experience of just nine months ago.  In this 
case it would be more appropriately called a òbody shop cast off 
þndó. 
 It all started last April with a text message from my brother. 

It simply read òneed another Jag?ó  Well the obvious answer is 
always yes, especially if it is a 1954 XK120 FHC.  The story of 
this Jag began about a year ago when a body shop owner in Bend, 

Oregon, acquired an entire collection of Mercedes Benz from 
an older gentleman who was relocating from Kansas and had 
to sell.  It seems he had a number of Mercedes along with this 
one lone Jag.  My brother was visiting the shop to install some 
equipment, a project that would take several days.  On the þrst 
day he noticed a þxed 
head project and he 
thought òOh someone is 
having his Jag repaintedó.  
Starting the second 
day on the project his 
curiosity got the better 
of him and he asked the 
head painter òso whatõs 
the story on the Jag?ó  
The man replied, òthat 
belongs to the boss; he is trying to get rid of it.ó Needless to say, 
after some haggling, dickering, and horse tradinõ, I found myself

- through much fault of my own - traveling to Bend, Oregon, with 
my car trailer þrmly in tow.
 The car looked to be in restorable condition, although it 
was not a numbers matching car.  It did seem to be period correct 
and it ran and drove.  I thought it might make a good driver. 
The problem with the car was plain to see. The previous owner 
was doing a lengthy restoration that involved a beautiful two-
tone tan and cream paint job.  He was in the middle of redoing 
the interior in matching cream leather when he noticed a problem 
with his new paint job.  IT WAS FLAKING OFF in large chunks. 
At this point I think he just gave up. By the end of Memorial Day 
weekend my three sons and I had the car stripped to the bare 
metal and discovered the problem. There was some lead work 
that was improperly prepared to receive the top coats.  This is 
an occasional mistake by body shops not accustomed to doing 
complete paint jobs.  The paint simply lost cohesion, a problem 
that we took great pains to avoid.  On the 11th of Dec. 2010 we 
rolled it in to the paint booth and now it is a stunning shade of 
silver.  We applied generous amounts of color with three thick clear 
coats all baked on at a toasty 160F.
 I am now headlong into interior work, which I have 
decided to change to black, thanks to the smart purchase of the 
black interior parts offered at last yearõs ABFM swap meet booth.  
I just þnished building a new dashboard and woodwork in book 
matched burly walnut.  I had a new light gray headliner left over 
from a previous 120 FHC that went in sooth as butter.   It has been 
a wonderful project I hope to complete it some time in March. 
 Until then, remember: the òBarn Findsó are out there.

The 2011 JDRC/NWA Concours will take place Saturday, 
August 6th in Tacoma at Ruston Way Marine Park (part of Point 
Deþance Park). The hotel for out-of-town attendees and the 
restaurant for the Awards Banquet have been booked--stay tuned 
to the website and future editions of the JagMag for updates.   

The JDRC/NWA is sending two delegates to the JCNA 
Annual General Meeting (AGM) to represent our club. The Club 
provides a small stipend to the delegates to offset their travel costs. 
The AGM will be held in Richmond, Virginia March 25-27th.  
The delegates were provided with voting instructions on behalf of 
the Club on current AGM agenda items. 

Several Board members attended the Northwest 
Regional Meeting on Feb 26 at Crystal Creek Caf® in Bothell and 
presented a summary at the March Board Meeting. One goal at 
the meeting was to try to get more interaction between the þve 
Northwest Region clubs. Proposals included promoting an event 
already scheduled by an individual club as a 5-club event. The 
JDRC/NWA will send the Canadian clubs in the Northwest 
Region a notice about the Spring Thing Rally inviting them to 
join us. A JCNA proposal to split off the Canadian clubs from 
the Northwest Region was dismissed even before the meeting so 
was not an issue. There was also discussion about whether the 
club hosting the Western States Meet should get all the proceeds 

from the event or split it among the member clubs. The general 
feeling was that the host club should take any proþt since the host 
club does all the work organizing the Meet. Another topic at the 
Northwest Regional Meeting was payment to members of one of 
the Northwest clubs who represent the Region at JCNA meetings 
twice a year in addition to their own club (payment would be to 
offset travel costs of the representatives). The JDRC/NWA Board 
discussed this idea (our club has never paid representatives from 
our club to attend the JCNA AGM, other than the stipend). The 
cost of sending two Regional delegates is about $2,500. A motion 
was passed to contribute $300 from JDRC/NWA to the delegates 
serving as NW Regional representatives.
