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(Editorõs Note: we ran this story last month, but inadvertently used 
an incomplete draft rather than the þnal story including the conclusion.  Here 
it is again in its entirety.  I was wondering what happened to the car!)

Around Thanksgiving in 1984 I received a phone call from 
a gentlemen by the name of Chuck.  He had heard that I was into 
Jaguars and was interested in selling his 1961 XKE Jaguar.  I told 
him I really wasnõt interested in another Jaguar as at that time I had 
two in my garage.  But I told him I would take a look at his car and 
see if I could þnd a buyer.  I went to his house and found the car 
in a broken down carport and found the car in dismal condition.  
The front end had been damaged, and both doors had visible rust 
bubbling thru the paint.  I asked Chuck what he wanted for the car 
and he said $5,000.00.  I told him I would check with some of my 
òcar associatesó and see if anyone might be interested.

 Now, to give you some history of this particular car. it was purchased by Chuckõs father on December 24, 1961 for 
$6,195.00 with a trade-in of a 1955 Austin-Healey that was valued at $995.00.  The car dealer was Dutch Hurst Motors of Muncie, 
Indiana.  Chuckõs father only drove his car during the summer months and took excellent care of his pride and joy.  Unfortunately, 
Chuckõs father passed away 20 years later, sometime in 1981.

 Chuck ended up inheriting the car and possibly some cash as he had the car sent to G.W. Bartlett Company for some 
work done on the car before shipping to Hawaii.  I have the invoices for the work done at Bartlettõs and it was extensive.  He had the 
car body repaired as necessary, repaint and all rubber seals replaced.  Now, the car only had a little over 40,000 miles on it but Chuck 
had Bartlett do a complete engine overhaul - including rings and bearings, valve grind, new exhaust, brake overhaul, and front end work 
including new shocks.  The total cost of this work was about $7.500.00.  He then had the car shipped to Portland, Oregon, for shipment 
to Hawaii.  He had the car insured for $20,000.00 before shipping by Matson to Hawaii.

 I saw the car shortly after it arrived in Honolulu in the fall of 1981 and it was beautiful.  I didnõt see the car again until 
1984 and thought it couldnõt be the same car I had seen just 3 years earlier. 

 I contacted Chuck shortly after seeing the car and talking with possible interested enthusiasts that might be interested 
buyers and advised Chuck that I hadnõt found anyone wanting his car.  I told him at that time even if I was interested in buying his car I 
wouldnõt give him more than $3,000.00 for it.  So that was the end of the conversation.

 A year goes by and the phone rings and it is Chuck.  He tells me he hasnõt been able to sell his Jaguar and wanted to 
know if my offer was still good.  I had basically forgotten our conversation until he mentioned that I had offered him $3,000.00 for the 
car.  I still told him I really wasnõt interested but my wife and son encouraged me to buy it.  So my son and I went 50-50 on the purchase 
and we now owned three Jaguars.  We took the bonnet off of the ô63 roadster and þtted it on the ô61 and now had a drivable car.  I have 
since had the original bonnet restored and the entire car repainted and is close to going back on the road.

 I did þnd out that when the car was purchased in December 1961 that the owners registered it as a 1962 Jaguar but 
knowing it was manufactured in September or October of ô61 I will try and reregister it as a ô61.

 Thatõs my story and I am sticking to it.

New LED Taillights for XKEs
Club member Roy Pringle let us know of a new product 

of interest to Jaguar owners, mentioned in the January 2011 issue 
of Hemmings Sports & Exotic Car magazine.
 Classic Auto LEDõs of Albany Oregon is offering a super 
bright LED taillight setup for E-Types.  There are 48 super bright 
LEDs per circuit board.  One board for park/stop light and one 
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board for the turn signal on each side of the car.  It is available for 
positive or negative ground cars.  The circuit boards are reverse 
voltage and over-voltage protected.  The LEDs are rated for 10 
years continuous use.  The LED array uses about 80% to 85% less 
current then the standard tail light bulb.

The LED circuit boards plugs directly into the existing 
wiring harness including the ground wire.  This eliminates 
problems with poor ground connections through the standard 
bulb socket.  The LED turn signals require an electronic ÿasher 

unit or a pair of load resistors.  These units can be purchased at 
auto parts stores, on the web, or from us on request.  These units 
do not require any modiþcations to the car other than removing 
the existing wires from the tail light housing and installing the 
new units.  Save the original wiring if you want to return the tail 
lights to the original conþguration.
