 òThanks for contacting me regarding HB 1134.  I just 
wanted to let you know that this bill will not be receiving a hearing 
in the Transportation Committee this year.  The legislation was 
brought up in response to a concern regarding possible abuse of 
people using their collector car on a daily basis and not paying any 
fees.  This bill was acting only as a conversation starter on how to 
address this issue but will not move forward.  Thanks again,  Judy 
Clibbornó
 Good news, indeed.

Jaguar considers building a small BMW þghter
 Jaguar may develop a small sedan to compete with BMWõs 
3 series--something it tried a decade ago with little success.
 Adrian Hallmark, Jaguarõs new global brand director, says 
Jaguar is considering a small sports car that could also be offered 
as a sedan. 
 òWe need different models. We need lower priced 
models,ó said Hallmark, former head of Volkswagen brand in the 
United States.  He said he envisions a small sedan below the XF 
that could compete against the 3 series or the Audi A4/A5.
 òWe need to play in that world,ó Hallmark said. Jaguar 
needs a small sports car for image and a sedan for volume, he 
said.  òWe have to do both. Whether we do one, two or three body 
styles, we can still decide. But we have to be in the lower price.ó

 As for timing, he said: òWe are at the beginning of that 
process, four-plus years before we see the þrst launch.ó  Jaguarõs 
previous attempt at a small sedan, the Ford Mondeo-based X-Type 
that debuted in Europe 10 years ago, was a sales disappointment. 
Production for the United States ended in 2007.
Hallmark said Jaguar wonõt make that mistake again.
 òWe donõt want to be þghting it out in the ÿeet business 
with little engines and small wheels and discounted 25 percent,ó 
he said.  òIf we go into the smaller car market,ó he said, òwe want 
to build elegant cars with great technology that give a sense of 
occasion and position us above that competition--where Jaguar 
should be.ó source: AutoWeek.

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Restorations, Jags, and GTs in SODO

 If you missed the February Tech Session, kick yourself.  
You missed an opportunity to see some truly fabulous cars, up 

close.  How often might you see 
Ford GTs, a ô67 Ferrari 275, a 
couple of perfect XK120s, several 
Lotuses, and an original Bantam 
Jeep prototype - plus others - in 
one morning?

  Horton Street Restorations 
treated the JDRC/NWA to a fun 
technical session at Saturday, 
February 19th, and this was 
followed up with a tour of Jim 
Lunzõs garage.  The guys at Horton 
Street, Randall Fehr, Brian Nordby, 
and Stephen Clapsaddle, each gave 
a presentation about their excellent 
work in the nearly unmarked 
building on Horton Street in 
the SODO district, including a 
great tour of Classic Cars waiting 
their turn for restoring.  Some 
were in need of a total ground up 
restoration like the 1948 Chrysler 

convertible that has been in the family since brand new. 
 Randall began by introducing the team, and asked us all 
to be mindful of the paint work on these expensive vehicles by 
staying back a bit.  Visitors gave the Ferrari 275 a particularly wide 
berth.  Brian Nordby then showed us the restoration work on the 
engine nacell of a Grumman Goose.  Originally these were piston-

engined, but have been changed to turbines.  He then pointed 
out some of the important tools he works with, including a large 
nibbler, a heavy ÿoor press, and an English wheel.
 Brian showed us a 1937 Ford that was receiving metal 
work on the rumble seat and rusty border of the convertible top.  
After that, we inspected a 1948 Chrysler convertible undergoing 
serious work replacing rusty panels.
 The group moved to an area of the shop with painting 
projects, and Stephen Clapsaddle showed us a Mercedes 
convertible being prepped for paint.  Horton Street works on all 
sorts of valuable and unique vehicles, and the racing Lotus 26R 
in the next bay was proof of that.  These cars are all þberglass.  
The panels are not as thick as a street vehicle, so the þnish and 
prep are necessarily a bit different.
 òThis car will have a ôraceõ quality paint job.ó  When 
asked how that differed from a standard one, he said: òwell, it 
will be a paint job you can be proud of, but not to quite the 
same standard as a show car.  With super-thin panels you cannot

use much þller or it will bend the doors.  You sand 
it perhaps 90% ÿat, but all the way youõd do with a 
regular car.ó
 This was a well-attended event, with over 30 
members in there.  Next the group had a closer look 
at the Ferrari 275.  òItõs had a rough life,ó Randall said.  
Happier times are soon ahead for the car, though, 
when the restoration is completed. 
 The most unique vehicle in the building was 
a 1940 Bantam òJeepó prototype.  It is a one-of-a-kind 
car.  Well... nearly one-of-a-kind, anyway.  When the 
government needed a go-anywhere sort of general-
purpose (GP, or Jeep) vehicle for the military, they 
put out a general request for proposals.  The Bantam 
car company came up with a prototype, along with 
several other companies.  The military liked the 
Bantam version, but decided that they owned the 
design and concluded that Bantam did not have the 
resources to actually build it.  Bantam actually had 
no facility and used the Checker car factory to build 
the prototype.  They took that design and gave it to 
Ford and Willys-Overland to build.  Bantam actually 
built two prototypes, and this one is the second.  The 
original engineer that was instrumental in creating it 
asked to have the prototype and the current owner 
is his grandson.  The òjeepó features a 4-cylinder 
Continental engine with 6:1 compression and 4-
wheel steering.
 Following the technical session the group 
retired to club member Jim Lunzõs garage for lunch 
and a tour.  The garage tour included several Jaguars 
and Ford GTõs.  Jim has two out of the limited run of 
50 Ford GT Spyders.  Toss into the tour several top 
notch Jaguars with excellent restorations, and several 
more collectible cars and motorcycles, and it is quite 
and impressive grouping.  Jim þred up one of the 
GTs for us, and what a glorious sound it was!
 Also on hand was Jason Killmer of JK 
Automotive Detailing to give a demonstration of 
his craft.  The subject on hand was a Jaguar Mark II 
sedan that was a recent òbarn þndó, and which was 
simply given to Jim Lunz.  These things are still out 
there, we just have to be at the right place at the right 
time.  It may or may not prove to be a candidate for 
full restoration, but it came with lots of good parts 
and had a complete tool kit.
 The crowd enjoyed pizza there too, before 
calling it a day.  Not a bad way to spend a morning, 
Iõd say.

It includes a pre-event non-competitive tour on 
Vancouver Island, barbecue on the beach, dinner in Victoria and a 
sanctioned concours and Jaguar car show in Victoria.  This year, 
they are honoring the E-Type and hope to have more than 100 cars.  
It is a very fun drive to Pt. Angeles, WA and then the Black Ball 
ferry to Victoria, with several days of driving fun and Jaguars on the 
island.  It is put on by the Jaguar Car Club of Victoria whose web 
site is www.jccv.ca.  

Monte Sheltonõs NW Classic Rally XXIII:
 July 28 ð 31, 2011 in Portland, OR.  As noted in the title, 
this is the 23rd running of the Monte Shelton NW Classic Rally, 
and I still havenõt made it to this well known event.

 August 6, 2011 somewhere on the waterfront in Tacoma.

 Sept. 11, 2011 in Kirkland, WA.  The Kirkland Con-
cours is the premier classic car concours in the Paciþc North-
west and is becoming one of the best in the nation.  It is also a 
huge fundraiser for Seattle Childrenõs Hospital and Evergreen 
Hospital.  The featured class this year is Aston Martin through 
the 60s.  You will deþnitely þnd me at this event.  The Kirk-
land Concours also hosts the Tour dõElegance  which is a 3 day 
tour that begins and ends in Kirkland.  Several JDRC/NWA 
members have participated in the tour and report that it is a 
top notch driving event.
