Executive Board Report for September
The Board of Directors held its ninth meeting of 2010

Jaguar celebrated its 75th anniversary with a number of 

special models, including the ÿeet-footed XKR 75. And a British 
tuner is goosing this lithe coupe even more.

Arden, a tuner company, boosts output to 580 hp and 
531 lb-ft of twist, while bolting on a high-performance exhaust 
system and sport catalysts. The time to 62 mph is cut three-tenths 

of a second to 4.3 
seconds.  Optional 
equipment includes 
a lower suspension 
with þrmer springs, 
21-inch wheels 
and a handmade

New Jaguar models planned from Tata
Indiaõs Tata Motors, which bought Jaguar from Ford 

Motor Co. two years ago, recently approved a product plan that 
gives Jaguar three new models: a small sports car, an entry-level 
sedan and a station wagon.

They will be the þrst new vehicles to be fully developed 
under Tata, but they are all several years away.

For now, Jaguar is pushing its recently redesigned XJ. 
Jaguar executives think it could boost the brandõs global sales by as 
much as a half this year to 75,000 cars.

To improve its quality image in the United States, Jaguar 
is offering 5-year/50,000-mile scheduled free maintenance on its 
2011 models.  Here is a rundown of Jaguarõs product plans for 
2010-13:

X-Type: Jaguar has lacked a car priced under $40,000 in 
the United States since the small sedan was pulled after the 2008 
model year. But Tata has approved a new four- or þve-door to 
compete with the BMW 3 series and Mercedes-Benz C class. The 
platform and architecture will be shared with the next-generation 
XK coupe and convertible and a new small 2+2 sports car. It could 
go on sale in 2014.                                       continued next page

EASY FUDGE FROSTING
1 cup sugar
1 square chocolate
1/4 cup Crisco, not butter or margarine
1/3 cup light cream
1 T light corn syrup
1/2 tsp vanilla

Throw everything but the vanilla in a saucepan And heat to the 
boiling point.  Boil 1 minute. Set aside to cool, add vanilla and 
beat until itõs ready to spread. Enough for a 2-layer cake or 9 x 13 
inch.  Make a recipe and a half for a really thick frosting.

Note:  Change the sugar to brown sugar, omit the chocolate and 
continue as above for a great frosting for a spice cake or such.

RED VELVET CAKE FROSTING
This is the REAL thing, folks.  Not cream cheese frosting! Try it, 
youõll like it!!
 
Bring 5 T ÿour and 1 cup milk to boil.  Set aside and cool com-
pletely!  Add 1 cup butter and 1 cup sugar and beat with mixer 
until white and the consistency of whipped cream.  This takes a 
while but is a great frosting and good on any chocolate cake.

SUPREME CHOCOLATE FROSTING
1 1/4 cup granulated sugar
1/4 cup cake ÿour
4 squares baking chocolate (grate and melt)
1 1/4 cup milk
2 T butter
 
Mix sugar and ÿour in a saucepan, add chocolate and milk and 
cook, stirring constantly, until it comes to a boil and is smooth 
and thick.  Remove from heat and add butter.  Mix and cool 
slightly before frosting a cake.

Sports car: A car that may be called the XE could go on sale 
as early as 2012. It would compete with the Porsche Boxster.

XJ: A redesigned sedan with an all-aluminum body went 
on sale in the United States in May. The all-new design moves away 
from the conservative look of its predecessor. With its coupelike 
proþle and a glass panoramic roof, the new sedan competes against 
the Mercedes-Benz S class and Audi A8. The long-wheelbase XJL 
replaces the Vanden Plas version.

XF: The sedan is likely to be redesigned in 2014. Jaguar is 
working on a long-wheelbase version for China and a station wagon 
for Europe. Neither is destined for the United States. A coupe is 
possible in 2013 and is likely to be sold in the United States.

XK: The coupe and convertible may be restyled in 2013.

 Members of the JDRC/NWA attended the 33rd Annual LeMay 
Car Show & Auction at Marymount Academy and the LeMay home 
grounds in Tacoma, Washington on Saturday, August 28, 2010.  We got 
there early so our Jags could gather together; the show went from 9:00am-
5:00pm.
 The LeMay Car Show has been a tradition for over 30 years. 
Our show is an amazing assortment of 1,000 vintage collector cars with 
additional collections of dolls, antiques, and nostalgic memorabilia housed 
within our themed rooms.
 Over 1,000 different antique, classic, vintage and specialty 
automobiles, trucks and motorcycles from the LeMay Collection, plus 

hundreds of local collector cars and other unique vehicles were there 
to see.  In addition to the cars, there were auto-related vendor displays, 
the Collector Car Showcase ð a judged car show, food vendors and a 
collector car auction hosted by Mathers Inc. Auctioneers.
 Over 300 vehicles from the LeMay collection are garaged 
at the existing Museum located on the grounds of what was the 
Marymount Military Academy, operated for over 50 years by the 
Sisters of St. Dominic, and the Museum is open to the public year-
round for tours.  Once a year on the last Saturday in August, the 
LeMay family graciously opens their home grounds to the public and 
offers the opportunity to view over 300 collector cars within their 
private garages.
 As for the Collector Car Showcse, judging was based on 
100-point system (based on such categories as interior, exterior, 
engine compartment, authenticity, visual presence, etc.) engines were 
not started and tops were not operated. Chief Judge was Dr. Gerald 
Greenþeld; he currently serves as a Chief Judge at the Steamworks 
Concours dõElegance in Vancouver, Canada, The Hilton Head 
Island Concours dõElegance in South Carolina, The Carmel by The 
Sea Concours dõElegance in California, The Kirkland Concours 
dõElegance in Washington and has served as Master Judge in the 
Classic Car Club of America.
 The classes for this event were:
1. Stock Antique Cars Through 1931
2. Stock Model T and Model A Fords
3. Stock Vintage Ford-Lincoln-Mercury 1932-1953

4. Stock Vintage General motors 1932-1954
5. Stock Mopar & Domestic Collector Cars 1932-1954
6. Stock Ford-Lincoln-Mercury 1954-1985
7. Stock General Motors 1955-1985
8. Stock Mopar & Domestic Collector Cars 1955-1985
9. Custom Modiþed & Hot Rods through 1963
10. Custom Modiþed & Hot Rods 1964-present
11. Sports Cars through the present
12. Foreign Collector Cars through the present  
 After our car was placed in the Sports Car Class, the preparation 
commenced and continued until 10:00 am, when it was essentially òrags 
downó and then judging was in progress until noon.  We started to explore 

the grounds of Marymount.  First we stopped by a magniþcent 1947 
Bentley MK VI,  and as we discussed cars with the owners, we found 
out some Jaguar history from the couple. They were Terry and 
Barbara McMichael, both past presidents of JDRC/NWA, 1979-1980 
and 1998 respectively.  
 The LeMay, òAmericaõs Car MuseumÈó, encompasses two 
venues in Tacoma. One is the Marymount Academy and the other 
is the LeMay family grounds both are packed with mind boggling 
collection of automobiles and other eclectic artifacts. Directly off to 
the North of the þeld is a large white building, upon entering you 
see automobile stacked on racks three high. This building is over 
two hundred feet long and also houses a London double deck bus, a 
Sherman tank, a car from the movie Sea Hunt, þre engines, armored 
trucks, and the variety goes on. We did see a Jaguar E Type on the 
top rack and a 1964 MK X. The featured car for this the 33rd annual 
LeMay Collector Car Showcase, is the Powell, which includes a sport 
wagon and a pick-up. Both of these cars were on display in large 
building, which was formerly a gymnasium.  The display did them 
justice with space to stand back and enjoy the vehicles, both of which 

were on a rotating turntable.  Their pastel colors made for an ethereal 

mood in the display hall, a very successful exhibit. The Powell was built 
in Compton, California, building about 1,000 Pick-Ups and 500 Station 
Wagons.  Production started on these vehicles after the Korean War. The 
company went out of business in April 1979.
  Then we proceeded over to Car Club Corral to visit with 
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Jags at LeMay Collector Car Showcase

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members of the club.  Members showing their Jags 
included Chuck and Lindsy Anderson with their 1964 
E Type FHC, Paul Fritts with his 1966 E Type OTS, 
and Kenney Fengler with his 1995 XJ6 Saloon. After 
a bull session with fellow members, we hopped on a 
shuttle bus which took us to the LeMay family house 
and grounds. 
 As you enter the LeMay grounds you hear 
òka plunka ka plunkaó, the sounds of the antique steam 
engines chugging along.  The building directly in front 
of the steam engine display is the Chrysler room, which 
is packed bumper to bumper with Chrysler òletteró cars.  
I spotted my favorite, a 1960 300F coupe, white with 
a 413 cid ram induction 400 hp engine.  What a brute.  
The next building is home for Rolls Royce, bumper to 
bumper again, this time with a big Russian car in the 
middle.  It had an unpronounceable name and letters 
on the hood that are turned backwards. Then there is 
the Cadillac room, the Mopar room, the Ford room, 
the Daimler room, all with cars packed in bumper to 
bumper.  Other displays included a Happy Days room, 
a Soda Fountain room, a Santa room and a School 
House room.  Then we hopped on the shuttle back to 
Marymount, and once there we grabbed a quick bite and 
waited for the judging results. 
 The results were announced and out of a þeld 
of four, in the Sports Car class, including a Morgan Plus 
8, a 1965 Corvette,  a 2007 281s Saleen and Guy Bradickõs 
1997 Jaguar XK8, Guy placed second in class.  What a 
thrill!  All the cars in this class were beautifully presented 
and the event was one to remember.  This was a well 
organized event that operated smoothly with volunteers 
from the Galloping Gertie Model A Ford Club.  Thanks 
for helping to make this such great event.
 As a last note, for a donation of only $100 or 
more the LeMay Museum is offering a personalized 
commemorative stone paver permanently installed in 
the Grand Plaza leading to the Museumõs Collector Car 
Center.  Wow, that is great way to help the museum for 
anyone who lovesõ cars.   http://www.lemaymuseum.

 My family and I took a trip to Monterey this summer and 
managed to take in the Pebble Beach Concours d Elegance. 

The pleasantries of the Pebble Beach Concours dõ 
Elegance are legendary beautiful cars in a beautiful setting, but this 
yearõs concourse took on special signiþcance in that the selection 
committee decided to honor the 75th anniversary of the Jaguar 
marque, and there were Jaguars in spades.
 Ofþcially the company made a dramatic showing with 
one of the most impressive displays on the hill above the concourse 
green. For those not familiar with the Pebble Beach Concourse 
It is held on the 18th hole of the Pebble Beach Country Club 
Golf Course in Pebble Beach CA. Getting to the 18th hole is an 
adventure in itself. Guests are shuttled by bus from surrounding 
towns and dropped off at the Pebble Beach Equestrian center 
right in front of the Gooding and Company car auction tent. 
Guests are left to wander down the hill through a maze of exhibits 
and displays by the worldõs most prestigious auto makers like 
Mercedes, Porsche, Lexus, Cadillac etc. Dominating the þeld this 
year was Jaguar. They featured no less than eight of their new 
models beautifully arrange on the green with a commanding view 
of the lodge below and the ocean beyond. 

Arriving early to try and beat the rush, two of my sons 
and I swiftly descended the hill heading toward the lodge where 
we were sure all the mayhem would soon overwhelm us. We 
knew that if we slowed down to see the exhibits there would not 
be enough time to see all the classic that were waiting for us on 
the 18th fairway. We were not disappointed mayhem was what we 
got. The crowds had already converged at the entry gate, but soon 
we had our show programs, our badge lanyards, and our entrance 
on to the show þeld.  The mayhem? it continued.

Pebble Beach honors Jaguar

  The cars were amazing each one so unique it is doubtful 
you would ever see any one of them outside of this very venue, 
a museum perhaps but most were from private collections. The 
selection committee had assembled groups of cars like: Ghia 
concept cars from the ô52-õ57, two classes of Farraris (competition 
and grand touring),  21  Pierce-Arrows from 1904-1938. Alfa 
Roemeo was celebrating 100yrs. and was represented by 24 vintage 
cars from 1910 - 1956 with a special appearance of the 2010 Remeo 
Pandion Bertone Coupe. This years show featured a tribute to 
early racing honoring Bonneville lake racers, open wheel racers as 
well as early Indy racers like the 1911 Marmon òWaspó. There 

were 30 classes of vintage 
cars including two classes 
of vintage motorcycles.
 As we reached the 
end of the show þeld 
we came upon class N-
2 Jaguar XKSS. Having 
never seen a Jaguar XKSS 
in person before, and I 
was certain I was gazing at 
a sight I would never see 
again. There were no less 
than 12 Jaguar XKSSõs 
parked in a line. The KXSS 
was a factory produced 
race car of which only 16 
were made. As the sales of 
D types began to slump in 
1956 the order was given 
to convert the remaining 
D types into the KXSS 
cars. This was short lived 
because a devastating þre 
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swept thought the factory on February 12, 1957, destroying the remaining D types awaiting conversion essentially ending the XKSS 
program. The selection committee did an outstanding job to procure twelve of 16 original XKSS cars together in one place and in show 
condition. 
 A short stroll around the the þeld to the west brought us to class N-1 the Jaguar 75th Anniversary exhibit. All the cars at 
the Pebble Beach Concourse are available to approach for photos and inspection. Owners of the cars or their representative a often 
close by for comment and discussion, and to answer any questions you might have. Some of the cars can be so unusual and equipped 
with strange devices that they need explanation. One of the fun aspects about this concourse is that all the cars are required to run. If 
you follow the judges around, and we did, you get to hear these old cars start up and run as part of their inspection. 
 It is quite different on the west side of þeld next to the waters edge. It is roped off and reserved for the honored marques 
and such was the case for Jaguar. Here were the most signiþcant of all the Jaguars arranged by their production during the companyõs 
history. It began with the þrst car to carry the Jaguar name a 1935 S.S. 90 Open Sports, next to that a 1935 S.S. 1 DHC, followed by 
a 1938 SS100 Roadster, a 1938 3 1/2 litre DHC, 1952 C type, 1953 XK120 SE OTS, 1955 D type, 1961 series 1 E type, and þnally the 
1966 XJ 13 prototype.
       All in all it was a spectacular showing of Jaguars among a spectacular showing of wonderful vintage cars all topped off with an 
awards ceremony and monologues by Jay Leno.

 Wet weather held off and many of our clubõs 
Jaguars were showcased at the Woodinville wineries.  David 
Massyõs gorgeous blue XK-150 was prominently displayed 
at Januik Cellars.
