Executive Board Report for August

The Board of Directors held its eighth meeting of 2010
on August 4th. Board meetings are held the prst Thursday of each
month at alternating locations: either at a Board memberis home
or a restaurant. Meeting locations are listed in the events calendar
in the JagMag. At each Board meeting, the various ofpcers give
briepngs, upcoming events are discussed, and club issues are voted
on. The following are some of the topics discussed at our August
meeting.

Sunshine report: the Board was briefed on recent illness-
es and surgeries of club members. John Gleadle was in hospital
again in early August, and Bill Young and Zane Ware were both
recovering from recent cataract surgeries. Chris Johnston will
be having his second hip replacement on August 17th. If anyone
knows of a club member who is ill, or has had a happy event, such
as a new baby or a wedding, please let the Sunshine Chairperson
or a Board member know.

There has been little pnancial activity for the past sev-
eral months and the club remains in good shape pnancially with
roughly $22,000 in checking and savings combined.

There may be up to 17 wineries participating and there will be vans
shuttling people between wineries where cars are displayed. Due
to his surgery, Chris Johnston will not be able to hand out parking
passes at the gate for the LeMay Car Show on August 28th. The
Board contacted club member Chuck Anderson who agreed to
hand out the passes. Tech Sessions for the next three months have
been scheduled and were presented to the Board: the September
session will be at Autosport on the 18th at 10:00 am; the October
and November sessions will be in Kent and Lynnwood, respec-
tively.

| joined, at least when | pnally decided to participate and attend an event.
My feeling is that many who do not feel very involved in the club really just
need to attend events, and that may be most of the problem. In my own
case, | was a member for a year and a half before | attended any club event
at all, and that was the problem.

But if others truly have experienced any standofpshness from
members of the IDRC/NWA, then | apologize on behalf of the club and say
that we need to do better. | also want to say that Membership Chair Vickie
Kollmar does a fantastic job with new members. The ideas in this column
are just that: some random thoughts to consider, impelled by thinking
about the Pascua Meet and Greet.

I suspect that most clubs donit really know if they are giving off
any unwelcoming vibes, so - with that as a premise - | suggest that the
JDRC/NWA simply renew the commitment to welcome and embrace new
members. We mustactively pght the perception that the clubisunwelcoming
by reaching out and countering the idea that we are an exclusive club. Sub-
groups forming in a club are natural, and not necessarily bad. For example,
those in the club who are interested in showing and judging their cars will
naturally gravitate towards each other with that common interest. We just
need to make sure that, in spite of natural interests, we remember that weive
all come together because of one common hobby.

There are a couple of things we can do to help. One is to always
wear nametags at events even if we think everyone knows us. | am terrible
with names, and even though live been in the club a few years now | still
either forget who people are or, in some cases, have not really met them
yet.

They also help ofpcers and long-time members greet newcomers
with enthusiasm when they return - even if they donit really remember their
names.

July 23¥: Renton 8 Tacoma & Port Angeles

Looking forward to the Jaguars on the Island event in British Columbia, Guy Bradick and I left Renton around 11:30 am and
drove 130 miles and arrived in Port Angeles at 3:00 pm, just in time for a late lunch.
